Ý Thank you for all you have done and given to bring us to today.  Your thoughtful generosity has made 

for some very positive and exciting times in our church ministry.  Here is where we are financially: 

Ý Positively, our expenses are about $10,200 less than projected. 

Ý We have paid our Shared Ministry Askings, Benevolences, and other bills by using the Endowment 

Spendable Interest and taking a $20,000 advance on our Line of Credit. 

Ý Receipts are about $15,700 below estimates. 

Ý With expenses continuing to exceed receipts, our projected year-end operating budget shortfall has 

increased to over $35,500. 

 Although we have managed many of our expenses quite well, we are faced with having to make some un-

expected, but badly needed, repairs to the church building education wing roof, the parsonage, and parking 

lot.  These repairs will add an additional $12,000 to our projected shortfall, bringing the total year-end 

shortfall to abOut $48,000. 

 We need your prayerful consideration for special gifts to help in continuing these new fall programs and 

make the necessary repairs. 

 Again, THANK YOU for your continued generosity and support of Bay UMCôs programs and ministry.
